Then fall back 4
steps into the place your partner came from. The move is similar to that known as
a "Hole in the Wall” change but has 4 steps for each half of the move instead of 3.

Partner side-by-side right & back
(In fours) star right

Partner side-by-side left & back
(In fours) star left

(In fours) circle right
Top couple chasée to the bottom (others move up)

Lines Forward & back
Change with partner (paunch-to-paunch)
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
